I am writing this to inform you of some of the activities we will be involved in during this school year.

As always, one of my concerns is that of fundraising. The class of 2010 has 102. members. The class treasury has $5,915.46 at this time, which means we will need to raise $23,584.54 to balance our estimated expenses of $29,500.00. This includes the cost of the senior trip, graduation, homecoming, etc.

We will do our best to keep track of the fundraising so each senior will know how much money they have made. Our policy is that each senior must earn his or her share of the funds needed to be able to go on the senior trip. If they are going on the senior trip, that amount will be $265.00. If a senior is not planning to attend the senior trip, that senior needs to earn $35.00 for the class. Each senior will be expected to pay the balance between the amount earned and the amount owed to the class. That balance is due March 1, 2010, so final plans can be made. We are sorry, but once we confirm reservations for the senior trip, no money can be refunded to seniors. Each senior is expected to work four concessions. Concessions cannot be figured into the amount because concessions will not be completed by March 1, 2010.

The senior year is expensive even though we do everything we can to keep the cost down. We are very restrictive in the number of salesmen allowed to approach the class. The senior fundraising we are planning for, are magazine sales and candle sales.

We have agreed to allow Herff Jones representatives to approach the class for all graduation supplies, graduation cap, gown and stole. The only requirement is a cap, gown and stole (an older sibling may have a cap and gown that may be worn again, but you will need to purchase a tassel and stole, call me if you have any questions). Announcements, name cards, and many other items will be available. "Thank you" notes for example, can be purchased elsewhere.

An information meeting for seniors about graduation supplies will be held September 17, at Activity Period in the commons. (Herff Jones will be in the commons area to receive orders Wednesday, September 23, 2009, from 7:00-8:15 am. Order only what you need. Delivery will be early April and the balance will be due at that time.

We have contracted with Life Touch for the composite and graduation pictures. Each senior receives an 8x10 color composite of the class, and 1-4x5 picture receiving their diploma. The Photographer will come to Eudora High School in January to take pictures after graduation of all seniors, Sponsors and Administration for the senior composite.  You will also have the opportunity to purchase more pictures.
