EXPECTATIONS

3. The comprehensive final at the end of the semester will be worth 10% of your grade.

4. We will have assignments almost everyday.  Do them.

5. Late assignments are accepted, but will be worth half of the original points.  You have to finish the late assignment by the chapter test.

6. You will be responsible for saving all your work and keeping it in a folder.  I will save all work in my file cabinets – if you have questions regarding a grade on an assignment, we will get the assignment and check on it from your folder.

7. Chapter tests are worth 100 points.  We will have a chapter test about once every two weeks.

8. There will be around 180 points each Chapter.

9. There is the opportunity for around 15 points extra credit each chapter. Do them.

10. Points can be taken away from assignments for behavior and not listening.  For example – if I tell you to make sure the answers are in complete sentences and you didn’t hear me.  Those will be counted wrong.  If you are misbehaving, I will ask you to leave and you will receive no credit for work done while you are not with us because of behavior.
