Specific Info:

1. Register to Vote/Register for Draft

a. Pick up a voter information card in the back 
b. Fill out, make a copy of your driver’s license.
c. Mail to the address listed on the back.
d. Show Ms. Kelso the completed voter card before mailing.

Register for the draft:

a. visit www.sss.gov.

b. fill out the information

c. print a copy of the confirmation page for Ms. Kelso

2. Letter to the editor/public policy maker

a. Write letter in correct fashion. Don’t know how?  Google “how to write letters to the editor.” For the elected official, use a business format

b. Print a copy to turn in to Ms. Kelso

c. Mail off to newspaper of choice – if its printed, bring it in for extra points.

d. If the elected official responds, bring it in for extra points

3. Volunteering.

a. Can be for an elected official or for an issue (ie – humane society etc).
b. 2 hours minimum service
c. Type a 1 page report over your service, turn in
d. Get a signed document that you served your time.
4. Interviews

a. pick an elected official to interview, set up time.

b. BEFORE interview, submit questions to Ms. Kelso

c. Complete interview and turn in a typed summary of the interview.

5. Current events – commondreams.org or townhall.com

a. Vist one or both websites.
b. Find an article that interests you
c. Print off the article
d. Type a half page – 1 paragraph summary of the article, 1 paragraph your thoughts.
e. Turn in
6. Meetings

a. Pick a meeting
b. Attend – picking up an agenda (Lawrence’s and Eudora School Board are online: http://lawrenceks.org/agendas. Eudora School board - go to eudoraschools.org and click on School Board)
c. Take notes over meeting
d. Be quiet and respectful
e. Type up a 1 page summary and reaction – what events were discussed/talked about and what was your reaction to those items?
