MONTHLY TIMELINE

EUDORA HIGH SCHOOL CLASS OF 2010
During SEPTEMBER AND OCTOBER:

1. View and use the COUNSELING/CAREER CENTER WEB SITE regularly!!

2. Mr. Walrod will schedule an appointment (Senior Interview) with seniors to go over transcript, credits, GPA, college/career information, etc.

3. Get in touch with/Apply to the colleges you are interested in to begin receiving information- See Mr. Walrod or Mrs. Abel in the Career Center to obtain Web sites/phone numbers, etc.

4. Schedule CAMPUS visits to at least 2 colleges you are interested in attending- this can be done through Mr. Walrod/Mrs. Abel in the Career Center. Please follow the updated EHS guidelines for taking a college day.

5. Register for the October 24 ACT by September 18 if you have previously tested or you plan on attending a four-year college or university right after high school.  You may do this by paper (packets in the CCC) or on the Web site-www.actstudent.org
6. Sign up in the CAREER CENTER to meet with college representatives when they come to the EHS campus.

7. Sign up for ACT prep sessions, which will be run the four weeks prior to   

four test dates during the school year starting with the October date.  These will be held from 7:15-8:00 a.m. on Tuesdays/Wednesdays/Thursdays in the Career Center.  You may also come to the CCC anytime to use/obtain the ACT online prep information/ videos/tests/materials or practice at www.actstudent.org.

8. If you are unsure of your plans and need some information or guidance, come by the CCC and use the Kansas Career Pipeline Web site!  You can evaluate yourself, your interests, your goals/values, and see what schools/careers might fit you best and where to go to get the education/training!

9. Use the Scholarship Web sites on the Counseling/Career Center Web site!! Start Early!!
During NOVEMBER AND DECEMBER:

1. View and use the COUNSELING/CAREER CENTER WEB SITE regularly!!

2. Attend Senior Days on college campuses and complete at least one COLLEGE VISIT DAY.

3. Register for the DECEMBER 12 ACT by November 6 particularly if you did not take the ACT in October and you plan on attending a four-year college or university right after high school- Attend ACT prep sessions, use prep materials during month of November or actstudent.org.

4. Sign up for ACT prep sessions
5. FINALIZE ALL ADMISSION PAPERWORK for interested colleges.

6. Continue Scholarship seeking and applying!
