INVASION!!!

You and your group are to plot out an invasion of India as the ancient Aryans did, with a huge dose of creativity thrown in!

Part I – Planning your invasion

You must plot a route (or several), to conqueror India.  We will pretend for a moment that the cities of Calcutta and Delhi exist and these are your targets.  You have one general, two captains and 50,000 men, armed only with the instruments of the time (crossbows, maybe, spears and knives for sure).  We will also assume a starting point of Lhasa, China.


Step 1: Plan your route.  What would be the advantages and disadvantages of your chosen route? (Include lack of food, water, possible diseases etc)


Step 2: Plot your routes on a map. Use different colors to show how you will go through India to your targeted cities.  You must have at least 6 stops on your route, marked. On stops 2,3 and 5, you must see the teacher to draw chance cards.


Step 3: Create 3 journal entries – one from the perspective of the general, one from the captain and one from the “grunt” solider. Must be typed, must be realistic about hardships, achievements etc.  Also address in the journal entries  the role of the chance cards


TO TURN IN: Your advantages and disadvantage chart, your map showing your routes, your journal entries.

Part II  - Historical account

TYPE up an account as a bystander of what you saw as the invading armies came through your particular town.  Be specific – how’d they look, what were they armed with, how were they different etc.

TO TURN IN: historic account
