4. Why is the word “quarantine” used instead of blockade? (1)

5. President Kennedy has 3 choices - quarantine, air strike, make a deal (trade missiles etc). What are the problem(s) with each of these options. (3)

6. How will a “sneak attack” be played in the news, according to Bobby Kennedy? (2)

7. How does the military commanders pressure  Kennedy to use military options…give specific examples of things they do to “force” Kennedy into the military option. (2)

8. Do the Kennedys subscribe to realist or liberalist points of view?  How do you know and cite specific examples. (3)

9. As part of the strategy to gain more info, low level flights are authorized.  During this part of the movie, O’Donnell speaks to one of the pilots.  What does O’Donnell tell the pilot and why does he say this? (4)

10. The Cold War is divided into three phase.  Which phase of the Cold War is shown during the movie. (1)

11. What role does the UN play in this crisis?  Does the UN involvement seem to help or hurt the situation - EXPLAIN! (2)

12. Name the four steps in the rational choice model and cite examples (or non examples) of Kennedy going thorough the steps (or not going through them). (8)
