
Each year, every school district in Kansas is required to report student data by race and ethnicity to the Kansas 
State Department of Education, according to categories set by the federal government. Though KSDE does not 
report individual student data to the federal government, the total number of students in various racial and/or ethnic 
categories is reported. These reports help keep track of changes in student enrollments and ensure that all students 
receive the educational programs and services to which they are entitled.

If we do not have this form on record for your student, a school district employee will be required to provide this 
information based on observation. (Please note that federal regulations do not permit school districts to leave the 
space blank.)

subcontinent, including, for example, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Pakistan, the 
Philippine Islands, Thailand, or Vietnam.

	 q  Black or African American. A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa.
	 q  Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of 

Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, or other Pacific Islands.
	 q  White. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa.
