Make-up work: You will have two days to make up work for any one absence.  These two days begin when you return.

Major Papers/ Projects

Major papers and assignments will lose ten percent for every day they’re late.  

I allow myself two weeks to grade major papers and assignments.  That means that two weeks from the day you hand something in, you can expect to receive it back.
