Works Cited -What is it?

Works cited section of your report lists all the sources you have referred to in your paper.

It requires the following:

· In-text notation.  That means in your paper as you use information from your sources, either indirectly (paraphrase) or direct (ie direct quote), following the statement.  

· Works cited page as the last page of your paper.

How do you know what to use when?

How do you  format your information in a works cited page?

· There is a ton of variance in information, depending on whether it’s a book, magazine, website.  See Ms. Kelso’s Write Source text – pp.429 – 436
